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Position paper –Status of Women in Society
Young people consider that the situation of positive discrimination is presented as black-white issue. Youth are attracted with the thought of total equality between women and men. Stereotypes in society (such as women in household, less salary for women, etc.) threaten this direction of democracy and are still actual. The situation is slowly getting better but the stereotypes threaten women’s career and status.
Young people consider quotes (a certain number of job positions that must be occupied by women, which was proposed by the European Union or by the state) that should determine gender equality either in politics, or in companies, as a bad solution. They think that quotes disrupt democracy and are nonsense. The employer should consider candidate’s quality instead of his or her gender.

Youth also formulated their opinion on the topic of women and men parental competence. They think that men, who are engaged in their children’s education, are often considered as heroes. On the other hand, women are expected to do this naturally. Young people also positively evaluate the equality of parents’ rights, although there is a certain natural difference between mother and father. Young people support a trend when parents complement each other during child’s education.
Young people would welcome a balanced representation of both genders in the educational system. They deem it reasonable even from the level of kindergartens and elementary schools. At this time there are mainly women teaching at the most schools in the Czech Republic, which is not an ideal situation. More men as teachers could be positive for the atmosphere of the school.
